Introduction

Today, Russian society shows demand for
obtaining information that would correspond to
the high level of Russian citizens’ intellectual
and cultural development. The involvement of a
wide range of people in the cultural environ-
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ment, the formation of the Russian identity, the
promotion of patriotism are currently among
the key goals of the state. The process of digita-
lization of cultural heritage and cultural monu-
ments can perfectly contribute to this in the
context of the information society development
and the introduction of digital technologies.
Digitalization, as well as any process of optimi-
zation, transition to a new innovative level of
development of social relations in various
spheres of economy and spiritual life of a per-
son, requires regulatory regulation and protec-
tion from the state. Without a system of legisla-
tive support, the effective functioning of the
state mechanism is impossible.

The transition to digital platforms and the
use of high-tech solutions in the cultural sphere
requires not only the use of technical capabili-
ties of access to the Internet but also the posses-
sion of digital skills, in other words, the posses-
sion of digital competence.

Thus, the relevance of the presented study
is justified by the need to develop practical rec-
ommendations for improving the legal support
for the digitalization of culture and cultural her-
itage in the Russian Federation. At the same
time, it is important to note the expediency of
an integrated approach to solving this problem.

To achieve this goal, it is necessary to
solve the following tasks:

* define the current system of legal regula-
tion of digitalization in the field of culture in
the Russian Federation;

* identify positive aspects of the Russian
federal and regional experience in legal regula-
tion of digital culture;

* evaluate the main indicators of the digital
culture development in the Russian Federation
and its constituent subjects.

Content of Cultural Policy

The concept and essence of cultural policy
is ambiguous, which makes it an important part
of all areas of state activity.

As noted by M. Pachter and C. Landry,
“now there is a shift towards culture, because it
comes to the fore, and even the economy and
politics are experiencing its diverse effects” [8].

Such multidimensionality is noted by
many researchers; for example, L. E. Vostrya-
kov believes that cultural policy combines three
important components: the conceptual, econom-
ic and legislative ones [2].

Within the conceptual component, the val-
ue aspect and the strategic objectives are ex-
plored. Within the economic component, the
problems of financing culture are considered.
The legislative component studies the legal
regulation of the sphere of culture and related
legal relations.

The concept of “cultural policy” was intro-
duced into scientific use by UNESCO in 1967.
Initially, the integration of policy in the field of
culture, according to O. I. Genisaretsky, in-
volves “reaching agreement between the offi-
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cial, creative, social forces regarding the priori-
ty of cultural development goals™ [3].

This term is widely used both in political
and legal and in socio-cultural spheres, but
there is ambiguity in understanding the term
and approaches.

In studies on cultural policy, the latter is
considered to be a conscious regulation in the
field of culture. The aim of cultural policy is
recognized as “achievement of socially signifi-
cant goals” [4]. We should also highlight the
importance of state institutions and resources
[17]. The study of the structure of cultural poli-
cy allowed researchers to identify the main cha-
racteristics [21, 18], types of actions necessary
for a conscious cultural policy, vectors and
tools of cultural policy [14].

The legal definition of “cultural policy” is
contained in the Decree of the President of the
Russian Federation of 24.12.2014 No 808 “On
approval of the Foundations of the state cultural
policy”'. It is defined there as actions carried
out by the state authorities of the Russian Fed-
eration and public institutions aimed at support-
ing, preserving and developing all types of
creative activity of Russian citizens and the
formation of personality on the basis of the val-
ue system inherent in Russian society.

Thus, cultural policy is the activity of the
state in the field of culture for the preservation,
updating, promotion of culture, as well as a set
of principles and norms that guide the state in
such activities.

The main strategic objectives of the
cultural policy of the state include, firstly, the
development of cultural potential, secondly, the
preservation of the cultural heritage of the
country, and finally, ensuring the unity of the
cultural space and the availability of cultural

values, the development of creativity [6].

Culture and Digitalization
as Social Phenomena

The problem of finding a new cultural policy
based on the idea of democratization of culture
became relevant for many countries by 1970. In
1980, a model of public administration based on
the principle of decentralization was formed, and
in 1990 there appeared an instrumental approach to
cultural policy.

The instrumental approach of F. Matarasso
and C. Landry, developed in the West, is asso-
ciated with the prospects of investment in cul-
ture. The revival of cultural activities, according
to the researchers, contributes to social and eco-
nomic development, as a result of which invest-
ment in any cultural activity will have an inevit-
able socio-economic effect, and therefore, will
benefit society. Any cultural activity and, accor-
dingly, any investment in culture bring benefits
to society as a whole [7, p.128].

Within the framework of the so-called in-
strumental approach, “the fundamental value of
culture was determined by its ability to serve
various political goals and strategies aimed at

social development or solving social problems”.
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In any modern state, the problems of cultural
policy are relevant. If we take into account the po-
litical and legal guidelines of the Russian cultural
policy, culture in our country is elevated to the
rank of national priorities.

Such social phenomenon as digitalization be-
came widespread in the second half of the 20th
century. The main distinctive characteristics of this
period include the following:

1. All types of content, previously present in
analog, physical and static forms, change over to
digital form. They simultaneously become not
only mobile but also personal. An important
component is that a person has the ability to con-
trol personal content and plan an individual tra-
jectory of information activities.

2. There appears such a characteristic of de-
vices and technologies as controllability. Technol-
ogy is becoming a means of communication.

3. Communications become heterogeneous:
vertical, hierarchical communication loses relev-
ance, and therefore there is a transition to the net-

work structure of communication [10].

Transformation of the Legislation on Culture in the Context of Digitalization

Strategy of the State Cultural Policy
of the Russian Federation
and Its Priority Areas

Russia is a multinational state. Today, its ter-
ritory is home to more than 150 ethnic groups be-
longing to linguistic groups of different religious
denominations, nationalities living in different re-
gions and having a peculiar way of life.

The strategy of the state cultural policy of the
Russian Federation is approved by the decree of
the President of the Russian Federation of Decem-
ber 24, 2014 No. 808 “On the Approval of the

91

Fundamentals of State Cultural Policy”" and is
based on the Constitution of the Russian Federa-
tion, international treaties, agreements and conven-
tions to which the Russian Federation is a member,
the National security strategy of the Russian Fed-
eration, the Concept of long-term socio-economic
development of the Russian Federation for the pe-
riod up to 2020, the Foundations of the state cul-
tural policy and other strategic planning docu-
ments.

State cultural policy is recognized as an
integral part of the national security strategy of
the Russian Federation. Therefore, the process of
its elaboration involved referring to such strateg-
ic documents as the Strategy of the state national
policy of the Russian Federation for the period
up to 20257, the Concept of foreign policy of the
Russian Federation® , the Strategy of develop-
ment of education in the Russian Federation for
the period up to 2025* etc.

The model of modern cultural policy compris-
es a variety of the subjects of cultural policy whose
rights are enshrined in the law.

At all times, the problem of preservation of
cultural heritage was considered not only relevant
but also controversial.

In this regard, one of the main functions of the
Ministry of culture of the Russian Federation is to
ensure state protection, study and promotion of
cultural heritage of the peoples of the Russian Fed-
eration. The main goal in this direction is the pre-
servation of cultural heritage in the immediate his-
torical environment, preventing its loss for future
generations.

Intangible cultural heritage of the peoples of
the Russian Federation, being the most important
part of the national culture, contributing to the
formation of tolerance, the basis of national identi-
ty, strengthening the spiritual toes of generations
and periods, plays a key role in the formation of
the culture of the Russian state.

Protection of intangible cultural heritage im-
plies the creation of protectable objects: documen-
tation in the form of recording, registration, photo-
graphing, playback on film, digital display, digiti-
zation, cataloging (for example, annotation, de-
scription, research, photo, sound, abstract, text
notes, graphics, video), i.e. everything that pro-
vides a possibility to “capture” the objects in such
a way that they can be available to other persons
for the purpose of getting acquainted.

Thus, the purpose of protection is the actual
existence of objects of intangible cultural heritage,
analytical work of folklorists on creation of the
general scheme of classification of folklore, refer-
ence books on identification and accounting, de-
tailed cataloging of folklore material [5].

The normative legal acts in the subjects of the
Russian Federation intended to protect the manife-
stations of intangible cultural heritage and folklore
contain approximately the same list of forms of
objects.

In 2008, on the basis of the order of the Min-
istry of culture of the Russian Federation of
17.12.2008 Ne 267, there was developed an expe-
rimental (pilot) version of the electronic Register
of intangible cultural heritage of the peoples of the
Russian Federation. Today, regional data banks are
being formed and replenished on the basis of this
very register.

arts; festive and ritual culture; techniques and
technologies.

The electronic catalogue is essentially an in-
formation system (database) of intangible cultural
objects. Each object in the catalog is accompanied
with materials such as an abstract, description, re-
search, documentation, note, digital display —
graphics, photos, video and sound.

Work on the creation of such registers, to a
greater or lesser extent, is carried out in all subjects
of the Russian Federation. However, the number of
objects in the created registers is small, which is an
indicator of specific organizational and other com-
plexities. What raises concern is the lack of regula-
tion of legal means to settle disputes concerning
the objects if such disputes arise.

The electronic catalogue can be considered
the main results of the implementation of the Con-
vention for the preservation and development of
intangible cultural heritage of the peoples of the
Russian Federation for 2009-2015, as the creation
of this Register implemented the first stage asso-
ciated with the identification, search, selection and
systematization of intangible cultural heritage.

The effective preservation of cultural heritage
is closely linked to the use of modern information
technologies. In this connection, we are witnessing
the convergence of cultural and information policy,
as well as the formation of methodological, tech-
nological and organizational approaches.

The electronic catalogue of intangible values
is a unique resource and, to a certain extent, an
innovative breakthrough in the field of preserving

the cultural heritage of Russia.

Legal Regulation of Preservation
of Intangible Cultural Heritage

In the field of preservation of intangible cul-
tural heritage, regional legislation is ahead of the
federal legislation, and in recent years the legisla-
tive activity in the subjects of the Russian Federa-
tion has significantly increased. In the Russian le-
gal field, there are normative acts having intangible
cultural heritage of the peoples as the subject of
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their regulation, though differing in terminology,
for example:

Transformation of the Legislation on Culture in the Context of Digitalization

— Law of the Republic of Dagestan of May 4,
2018 No. 22 “About objects of non-material cul-
tural heritage in the Republic of Dagestan™".

These laws include the following forms of in-
tangible culture as objects of protection: dance,
music, games, works of oral folk art, traditions of
decorative and applied arts; holidays and ceremo-
nies; knowledge, skills, habits, customs, ideas and
other forms of self-expression associated with the
traditional way of life of these peoples.

In our country, the legal regime for the protec-
tion of intangible culture of the peoples of the Rus-
sian Federation is not defined, but modern realities
require filling the legal vacuum. In fact, there are
laws functioning in several constituent entities of
the Russian Federation, and there have been pre-
pared drafts of similar regulations in some other
constituent entities of the Russian Federation.
There takes place a process of institutionalization
and legitimating, distribution of functions of sub-
ordinate bodies; the efficiency is improving, pro-
cedural problems arising in practical work are be-
ing solved.

The listed normative acts of the subjects of the
Russian Federation represent the actual basis for
the protection of intangible cultural heritage. How-
ever, the researchers come to a conclusion that the
practical implementation of these standards is only
possible with the use of modern technologies in-
tended for work with big data, as work with intang-
ible cultural heritage involves work throughout the
country and with all ethnic and other groups, and
therefore requires a more specific and detailed reg-
ulation.

Digitalization of the Cultural Sphere in the
Russian Federation

In the modern world, people are surrounded
by many objects of tangible and intangible cultural
heritage, the preservation of which provides a link
with the past, as well as state and ethno-cultural
identity. The other side of this phenomenon is the

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constant increase in demand for cultural heritage,
whereby “it is no longer possible to separate the
economic area or the area of production from the
field of ideology and culture, since cultural arti-
facts, patterns, representations, even feelings and
mental structures have become part of the world
economy” [15, p. 5].

The worldwide interest in cultural industries is
growing, culture is recognized as a leading tool for
the development of society, and the effectiveness
of cultural industries is recognized as the key to the
accelerated development of society. The transfor-
mations taking place in culture due to the wide-
spread introduction of digital technologies are of
great interest to researchers in various fields.

S. Livingstone notes in his works that “the
novelty of the Internet as a type of mass media is
rather a combination of interactivity with such new
characteristics as an unlimited range of content and
the global nature of communication” [20].

In works by N. L. Sokolova, the main mes-
sage is the idea that digital culture studies relate to
a wide variety of aspects of society, and are not
limited to the analysis of formats or technologies
[11].

The study identified examples of the positive
effect of including intangible cultural heritage in
the economic relations of the local population,
which was enhanced by the use of information
technology. First, there is an increase in the wel-
fare of the population from the creation of goods
and services of the ethnic nature, the relevance of
which at the stage of cultural glocalisation is very
high. Second, the use of traditional culture in natu-
ral life will preserve the axiological value of in-
tangible heritage and will allow actualizing and
promoting traditional culture. Third, the ethnic di-
versity and traditional culture of the local popula-
tion as a cultural resource of the region can en-
hance territorial attractiveness and become the ba-
sis of economic development. There were identi-
fied the risks of causing damage to the cultural in-
terests of the ethnic group by bringing
to the public (directly or indirectly) distorted in-

formation, which is why commercialization

of intangible culture should be accompanied by the
involvement of specialists (lawyers, culturologists,
ethnographers, folklorists). And also, unlike the
compensatory approach of WIPO, in the Russian
Federation, by analogy with the Law of the Repub-
lic of Azerbaijan, it is the requirement of individu-
alization of traditional knowledge or an object that
was chosen as the priority. For example, in our
opinion, in all cases of creation of goods and ser-
vices of ethnic character, it is obligatory to specify
their source, the geographical name of the place of
origin, and also the connection of the used element
of traditional culture with a particular people (so-
ciety). In the Russian legal field, the legal basis for
this requirement is in the process of creation now
[16].

Thus, the rapid digitalization of the cultural
sphere entails the need for its legal understanding
and regulation.

Over the 150 years, the revolution of mass
culture has changed the world radically and con-
tinues to change it every day. In the middle of the
19™ century introduction to the works of masters of
painting, performances of professional actors and
musicians was only available to a few millions of
elite, while in the 21* century 90% of the popula-
tion, which has increased five times during this
period, possess this possibility. The same situation
happens in other arts and leisure activities: litera-
ture, print media, television, radio, games, and
tourism.

The System of Legal Regulation of
Digitalization in the Russian Legislation on
Culture

Legal regulation of the process of digitaliza-
tion is currently represented at the legislative level,
as well as at the level of subordinate regulations.
For example, on March 12, 2019, the State Duma
of the Russian Federation in the final third reading
adopted amendments to the Civil Code of the Rus-
sian Federation, defining the concept of “digital
rights”, which will enter into force on October 1,
2019. At the same time, in 2019, the Federal As-
sembly of the Russian Federation plans to adopt
about 20 laws on digitalization.

For the first time, the necessity of digitaliza-
tion of various spheres of economy and social life
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was noted in the government program “Digital
economy of the Russian Federation”, approved by
order of the Government of the Russian Federation
0f 28.07.2017, which was repealed on February 12,
2019 in connection with the publication of the de-
cree of the Government of the Russian Federation
of 12.02.2019 No. 195-r.

The main directions of the program “Digital
culture” include:

— creation of special conditions for the devel-
opment of the society of knowledge in the country;

—improving the quality of life of citizens
through the availability and quality of modern digi-
tal technologies;

— improving digital literacy of the country's
population;

— creation of accessible and high-quality pub-
lic services;

— creation of safe conditions for the use of
digital services [9].

At the subordinate level, the system of norma-
tive regulation for the introduction of digital tech-
nologies and development of the information so-
ciety is primarily represented by the decree of The
President of the Russian Federation dated
09.05.2017 No. 203 “On the Strategy of develop-
ment of the information society in the Russian
Federation for 2017-2030”". This decree provides
for increasing the role of Russia in the global hu-
manitarian and cultural space, taking into account
the development of the information society as one
of the main objectives of the strategic national
priorities of the Russian Federation.

In addition, in December 2018, the Presidium
of the Presidential Council for strategic develop-
ment and national projects approved the passport
of the national project “Culture”, aimed at increas-
ing the number of visits to cultural organizations
and the number of references to digital resources in
the field of culture.

This project, developed as part of implemen-
tation of the presidential decree “On national goals
and strategic objectives of the development of the
Russian Federation for the period up to 2024”, in-
cludes such federal programs as: ensuring a quali-
tatively new level of development of cultural infra-

structure (“Cultural environment”); creating condi-
tions for the realization of the creative potential of
the nation (“Creative people”); digitalization of
services and formation of information space in the
field of culture (“Digital culture”) .

In 2018, the Ministry of culture of the Rus-
sian Federation prepared a forecast for the de-
velopment in the sphere of culture by 2036,
which involves improvement of organizational,
economic and legal mechanisms of the sphere of
culture, the necessary conditions for the realiza-
tion of the nation’s creative potential; digitaliza-
tion of services and formation of the information
space; creation of the necessary conditions
aimed at ensuring maximum access to cultural
goods for Russian citizens; preservation of Rus-
sia’s cultural heritage; improving the quality and
diversity of services provided in the sphere of
culture.

It is expected that by 2036 there will have
been achieved the goals aimed at the following:

— provision of measures to equalize the acces-
sibility of the best works of musical, theatrical,
choreographic and visual arts, folk art to the popu-
lation of the country's regions;

— ensuring the widespread introduction of
digital technologies in the cultural space of the
country (virtual concert halls, digitization of
book collections, digital guides and online
broadcasts);

— creation (reconstruction) of cultural, educa-
tional and museum complexes, including concert
halls, theater, music, choreography and other crea-
tive schools, as well as exhibition areas;

— provision of measures aimed at strengthen-
ing the international image of Russia as a country
with a high level of culture.

In connection with the development of the
project, it is planned to spend 113.5 billion rubles
in total (from the federal budget — 109.7 billion
rubles, from the budgets of the subjects of the Rus-
sian Federation — 3.8 billion rubles) [1].

As for the legislative regulation of social rela-
tions in the sphere of culture, the corresponding
federal law on culture is planned to be adopted in
2019. As is known, from 1992 to the present mo-
ment the legal regulator of the cultural environ-
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ment are the Fundamentals of the legislation of the
Russian Federation on culture'.

The new law on culture is intended to create a
legal mechanism for advancing the cultural devel-
opment of society. Among the advantages of the
new legislation on culture, it is possible to name
the spiritual, value-based approach to cultural ob-
jects, the idea to take culture beyond the sphere of
market relations and services. Today, culture
should become a sphere free from state interfe-
rence in the creative component and should dele-
gate part of its administrative powers to public in-
stitutions. In order to develop the freedom of crea-
tivity, it is necessary to involve creative associa-
tions interested in the spiritual development of the
population in the management of culture. The state
will only contribute to this process by creating fa-
vorable conditions (economic, legal) for cultural
development.

The issues of cultural development and pre-
servation of cultural heritage in Russia are also
reflected in the Federal law of 25.06.2002 No. 73-
FZ (as amended on 21.02.2009) “On objects of
cultural heritage (historical and cultural monu-
ments) of the peoples of the Russian Federation”,
which regulates relations in the field of preserva-
tion, use, promotion and state protection of cultural
heritage (historical and cultural monuments) of the
peoples of the Russian Federation.

However, in the context of the implementa-
tion of the “Digital culture” project, in the above
law there are no rules governing the process of di-
gitization of cultural heritage, creating favorable
conditions and the mechanism for digitalization of
cultural heritage and historical monuments.

At the international level, the process of digi-
talization in the cultural sphere is regulated by a
number of documents, including the international
Convention “On the protection of intangible cul-
tural heritage” (2003), the Charter “On the preser-
vation of digital heritage” (2003), the Strategic
action plan of the Program “Information for all”
(2008-2013), which fixed the possibility of forma-
tion and access to the world cultural heritage, tang-
ible and intangible, in digital form [13].

Culture as the most important component of
the “global text” of the world civilization is fo-
cused on the achievements of the past as the ba-
sis for understanding the present and building
the future. UNESCO is recognized as a laborato-
ry of ideas and a center for the exchange of cul-
tural information in the digital age, but it is also
a rulemaking organization. Recognizing the im-
portance of digital culture, UNESCO has be-
come the founder of the international legal
framework for the preservation, providing acces-
sibility, protection of digital cultural heritage.
According to the Charter “On the preservation of
digital heritage”, digital heritage is information
resources (libraries, museums, archives, etc.) and
various media resources that are created, distri-
buted and stored digitally.

In its recommendations, the Charter high-
lights the importance of the legality of access to
information heritage, increased opportunities for
the development of creativity, joint use of know-
ledge by all peoples and security of digital herit-
age.

In accordance with the Charter, the peculiarity
of digital heritage consists in that it has no restric-
tions both concerning time and geography and re-
garding culture or format.

Every person on the planet can potentially be
a user of unique resources of human knowledge
and forms of their expression, that is of digital her-
itage, regardless of the specifics of a particular cul-
ture.

In order to ensure preservation of cultural her-
itage, it is essential to create conditions of accessi-
bility for people from different countries and cul-
tures.

Digital heritage is equally effectively applied
to the resources of various industries: education,
science, medicine, computer science, etc.

In case of a digital origin, resources can only
be used as digital objects; these can include data-
bases, images, sound and graphic materials, soft-
ware and web pages, or text. They are characte-
rized by enduring value, and therefore are of inter-
est to the present and the future. It is important that
heritage is created in any society, in any language,
within any sphere.
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Projects of the Ministry of Culture of Russia in
the Digital Environment

Maintenance of registers and provision of
public services is one of the most significant “dig-
ital” changes in the sphere of culture. For exam-
ple, in accordance with Federal Law No. 210 of
27.07.2010 “On the organization of the state and
municipal services provision”, the Ministry of
Culture of Russia implements the task of chang-
ing over to electronic form in the provision of
services. There are provided such services as
centralized maintenance of registers, provision of
data to interested agencies with the help of the
interdepartmental electronic interaction system,
and disclosure of information in the open data
format.

The register of stolen, missing and lost cultur-
al values contains 190,417 cultural values forbid-
den for export and being on the wanted list. An
application can be submitted electronically to the
official Internet portal of public services.

The electronic service “State catalogue of the
museum fund” allows realizing the following pos-
sibilities:

—loading of information by museums under
the simplified procedure;

—a museum’s special account;

— reporting system,;

— public portal;

— simplified registration processes for mu-
seum objects;

— interaction with automated museum sys-
tems.

The state catalogue presents the system of ac-
counting, control and management of the state of
the museum fund of the Russian Federation, which
ensures accessibility of citizens to cultural values
regardless of their place of residence.

At the beginning of 2018, the number of reg-
istered items amounted to 9.8 million; and as of
March 30, 2019, the catalog contains information
about 2,148 museums. Online broadcasts from cul-
tural institutions are widely used, and significant
cultural events are available not only for residents
of the two capitals, as the audience of broadcasts is

more than three dozen million viewers.

Transformation of the Legislation on Culture in the Context of Digitalization

Discussions

The presence of a number of unresolved prob-
lems in the field of culture has an impact both on
an individual (in terms of deterring the full disclo-
sure of human potential) and on individual settle-
ments in which there is a lack of cultural and lei-
sure institutions. The elimination of the current
imbalances will not only contribute to the devel-
opment of moral and spiritual values but also pro-
vide a contribution to the full spatial development'.

Today, taking into account transition of the re-
levant information in various spheres of public life
to digital platforms, it is necessary to develop and
implement national projects that would allow a
wide range of people to have access to achieve-
ments, including in the field of culture.

Digitalization of cultural heritage, cultural ob-
jects, helps us to preserve cultural values for future
generations. At the same time, there is no need to
spend significant funds on the search for preserved
monuments of history and culture, which allows
various segments of the population with digital
skills to join the spiritual world.

Apparently, the idea of creating a register of
intangible cultural heritage arose as a counterbal-
ance to the attempt to catalogue tangible cultural
heritage. However, this concept is often interpreted
in a peculiar way. From the point of view of offi-
cials or accountants, material cultural heritage is
everything that can be translated into monetary
equivalent, i.e. sold. From this perspective, materi-
al cultural heritage includes rare paintings (Rem-
brandt, Michelangelo, etc.), ancient musical in-
struments (Stradivarius violins, Guarneri, Amati),
jewelry (for example, Faberge), and much more.
For the sale of such things, there are even special
auctions (Christie’s, Sotheby’s, etc.). In addition,
these objects include expensive palace complexes,
museums, estates, park complexes (Petrodvorets,
etc.), which have a huge cost. All of this is some-
how and somewhere recorded and put into the in-
ventory.

However, there is a problem with the quality
of such cataloging. Not so long ago, there was a
scandal with the disappearance of exhibits from the
Hermitage. The loss was noticed not immediately,
but after some time and by pure accident — during a

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scheduled inspection. Another scandal was related
to the sale of land owned by a park museum com-
plex in the Moscow area to large officials for pri-
vate development. According to the Constitution of
the Russian Federation, such lands are in principle
not subject to sale or lease. Nevertheless, the facts
of registration of such sites are revealed, which can
directly entail the risk of loss of the world heritage
for future generations.

The factors of threats include the following:
the aging of software; the lack of clear distinctions
regarding resources, methods of providing service,
insufficient legislative framework for such legal
relations.

The rapid development of digital technologies
does not give a chance to fully understand the
threats of economic, technical, intellectual and cul-
tural nature and to create mechanisms to counter
such threats in a timely manner.

From the point of view of folklorists, the Uni-
fied register of intangible cultural heritage is a set
of unique folklore texts. Each folklore text is
unique in so far as it is recorded by a specific col-
lector from specific performers (carriers of tradi-
tional culture) in a particular place and at a particu-
lar time. Each folk text reflects the state of some
folk tradition. And each folklore tradition is unique
and represents an undoubted scientific, artistic and
social value.

At the moment, the Russian Federation is im-
plementing many projects® on digitalization of cul-
ture. Among these are the popular portal “Cul-
ture.ru”, the project of the National electronic li-
brary, as well as the Unified automated informa-
tion system with data about film screenings in ci-
nemas, created in 2009.

Among the activities of the Ministry of cul-

ture of the Russian Federation, it is necessary to
highlight the event to provide twenty-one subjects
of the Russian Federation with the first 100 multi-
functional mobile cultural centers of domestic pro-
duction within the framework of the national
project “Culture” in 2019.

One of the indicators showing the effective

Federation is traffic of the web portal “Cul-
ture.ru” According to the official statistics of the
Ministry of Culture of the Russian Federation, in
2017 the total number of visitors to the site
amounted to 10,200,000, which is 60 percent
more than in 2016 (6,360,000 visits). In this re-
gard, we can note the great popularity of this
portal. Indeed, on “Culture.ru” you can not only
get acquainted with the posters, new projects of
cultural institutions but also watch perfor-
mances, movies, ballet and other online broad-
casts available to 33 million viewers. Cultural
life of the regions is available on the portal of
public services.

Public libraries play an important role in in-
creasing the level of digital literacy. They are
designed to help users to understand the system
of information sources, to find the necessary In-
ternet resources, while acting effectively and
safely. Libraries should and can play an impor-
tant role in enhancing digital literacy and digital
culture. In fact, they are the most numerous pub-
lic platforms in the country for counseling, train-
ing, education and communication of people.

The project of the National electronic li-
brary in Russia is one of the largest in the series
of digitalization of culture and overcoming digi-
tal illiteracy.

The purpose of the National electronic li-
brary is to preserve the historical, scientific and
cultural heritage of the peoples of the Russian
Federation, to provide conditions for improving
the intellectual potential of the Russian Federa-
tion and to promote Russian science and culture,
as well as to form the basis for the creation of
space of knowledge.

Nowadays, there are 36,569,664 entries in
the catalogue of the National electronic library.
The total number of electronic documents in the

collections of the National electronic library is
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4,641,982, In the public domain, there are
3,963,263
613,516 of those are protected by copyright.

The Regulation on the National electronic li-
brary was approved by the government in February
2019".

According to the above act, the “National
Electronic Library” is a federal state information
system, which is a set of documents and informa-
tion in electronic form. The documents were se-
lected in accordance with the method for selecting
objects used by the National electronic library;
access to the documents is provided to the users of
the National electronic library, including via the
Internet. On the site http://H36.p¢h everyone can get
acquainted with the electronic catalog, the register
of book monuments and other information con-
tained in the National electronic library.

The legal regulation of the Unified federal au-
tomated information system is carried out by the
Decree of the Government of the Russian Federa-
tion of 18.10.2010 No. 837 “On the functioning of
the Unified federal automated information system
with data about screening of films in cinemas”. In
February 2019, there was issued an order of the
Ministry of Culture of the Russian Federation “On
approval of the procedure for submission by the
operator of the Unified federal automated informa-
tion system with data about film screenings in ci-
nemas of the report on the implementation of activ-
ities associated with the operation of the Unified
federal automated information system with data
about film screenings in cinemas and requirements
for its content”.

tomated information system. The report includes
several separate sections with information on:

— “Operation of the Unified federal automated
information system with data about film screenings
in cinemas (UAIS)”, which contains information
on the actions carried out by the operator during
the reporting period to provide the necessary
maintenance of the system, maintain its operabili-
ty, optimize the structure of the database, reduce
the time for processing requests incoming to the
server;

— “Control over the completeness and accura-
cy of information incoming to the UAIS”, which
contains information on the actions taken by the
operator during the reporting period to assess the
completeness and accuracy of the data in the sys-
tem provided by the film demonstrators;

— “Information support for the users of the
UAIS”, which contains information about the ac-
tions taken by the operator during the reporting
period to support users of the system (via e-mail,
telephone, as well as the news block on the official
website of the system);

— “Development of the UAIS, enhancement
of its functional capabilities and improvement
of its services”, which contains information on
the modifications of the system services made
by the operator during the reporting period, ac-
tions taken to enhance the program component,
and also on loading of the source code of the
software in the repository by the Ministry of
Culture of Russia.

Particular attention should be paid to the de-
velopment of digitalization in the cultural sphere in
the regions of Russia.

The level of digital skills application in the
cultural sphere in the subjects of the Russian Fed-
eration may be determined by the rating of infor-
mation activity of cultural life of the regions. All
85 subjects of the Russian Federation are
represented in the rating. The results are calculated
and presented based on the number of residents in

the respective territory.
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In 2018, as well as in 2017, the first three
places among the regions with population of more
than 2 million people were taken by the Voronezh
region, Moscow and the Moscow region. The Sta-
vropol region and the Novosibirsk region signifi-
cantly improved the results of their work and en-
tered the top ten. During 2017, there occurred
changes in the top three in the group of regions
with population between 1 and 2 million people:
the Chechen Republic and the Belgorod regions
rose to the position just above, the Republic of
Crimea occupies third place. Some progress was
achieved by the Tomsk and Kirov regions: the
former moved from 12th to 5th place, the latter —
from 11th to 9th. Among the regions with popula-
tion of less than a million, the best result was
shown by the Yamal-Nenets Autonomous Okrug,
the Murmansk region and the Kostroma region.
The Kamchatka territory, which took third place in
2017, this time, left the top three. The Kaliningrad
region rose from 12th place to 5th. The Republic of
Mordovia and the Republic of Komi also signifi-
cantly improved their results [3].

In accordance with the positive experience of
digitalization of culture in the Belgorod region,
according to the head of the Department of digital
development of the Belgorod region, the region
submitted to the competition “PROF-IT.2018” the
project “AIS Cultural region”, which is a single
information infrastructure in the field of culture
and tourism solving specific tasks[12]:

—increase in the attendance and sales of tick-
ets to cultural institutions of the city and region;

— development of non-cash forms of payment
and use of cash registers;

— creation of a unified regional information
infrastructure in the field of culture and tourism;

— professional development of cultural institu-
tions” employees with regard to application of
modern technologies;

— increase in the availability of digitized cul-
tural resources of the region in accordance with the
national project “Culture”.

The Chechen Republic, the Yamal-Nenets
Autonomous Okrug adopted passports of regional

projects “Digital culture”, with the creation of vir-

tual concert halls and exhibition projects equipped
with digital guides supposed to be the main results.

Since 2019, the Voronezh region plans to start
implementation of the national project “Culture”.
The financing of 531.3 million rubles is supposed
to be provided from the federal budget. During the
implementation of the project “Cultural environ-
ment”, there will be modernized 75 objects of the
region’s cultural infrastructure, 90 % of which are
located in the municipalities and another 10 % — in
the regional center.

It is assumed that one of the main achieve-
ments will consist in the creation of a multifunc-
tional center for cultural development, which will
be built in one of the cities — Rossosh or Liski. It is
also planned to build, reconstruct and provide capi-
tal improvements in 21 Houses of culture and pur-
chase 7 auto clubs to serve residents in remote set-
tlements, where there are no stationary cultural
institutions. Another positive aspect of the program
for digitalization of culture in the Voronezh region
lies in the fact that, in parallel with that, a program
“Elimination of digital inequality” is being imple-
mented, which will help to provide access to high-
speed Internet for sparsely populated areas of the
region.

In addition, at present, digitalization in the
cultural sphere is closely related to the problem of
increasing the level of digital literacy in the Rus-
sian Federation.

Digital literacy is, first of all, a system of
skills in the field of digitalization, an integral part
of which is an element of digital security, without
which it is impossible to effectively use digital
products. Assessing the level of digital literacy in
the Russian Federation, it should be noted that in
2018, compared with 2017, the digital literacy
index among the Russian population decreased by
14.7 % according to ROCIT.

The main obstacle to providing progressive
digitalization in the cultural sphere in different
areas (including personnel and education, forma-

tion of research competencies and technological
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reserves, information infrastructure and informa-
tion security) is the lack of legislative support, as
well as of a mechanism for economic and legal
regulation of relations in the field of digital infra-
structure.

In this regard, it seems necessary to develop at
the federal and regional levels a system of norms
for the integrated regulation of relations arising in
connection with the development of digital culture,
as a result of which the regulatory environment
will fully provide a favorable legal regime for the
emergence and development of modern technolo-
gies in cultural activities related to the use of digi-
tal infrastructure tools [23].

The most effective way to promote cultural
heritage among young people is the creation of
digital services, that is, “conversion of a tangible
traditional cultural paradigm into a technically ac-
cessible, modern virtual cultural paradigm” [19].

Realization of such a goal can stretch over a
long term. This issue is addressed in many scientif-
ic papers [12]. There is a great potential in the fa-
cilities and services of digital culture, which is an
important resource for both present and future gen-
erations.

The priority issues under consideration are:
the need to preserve cultural heritage in digital
form, to provide citizens with unrestricted access
to digital technologies and services, and the use of
digital technologies with the aim of promoting cul-
tural heritage. In combination, it will certainly be-
come an effective means of attracting society to
cultural content [22].

The level of modern information technology
has developed to such a level that technology
makes a huge contribution to the preservation
and dissemination of digital culture [18]. Over
time, digital technologies can be transformed
into objects of cultural heritage [1]. Undoubted-
ly, this process is actively promoted and will be
promoted, for example, by electronic libraries,
virtual museums, digital archives, electronic me-

dia, etc.

Conclusions

In connection with the above, it seems appro-
priate to develop and implement a number of
measures concerning digitalization of culture.

First of all, at the federal level it is necessary
to implement the measures listed below:

1) to adopt a new federal law on culture aimed
at increasing the role of cultural values, promoting
the idea of patriotism and Russian identity among
the population;

2) to amend the Federal law on cultural herit-
age objects and provide therein a mechanism for
digitizing and ensuring the citizens’ access to digi-
tal objects of cultural heritage and cultural monu-
ments;

3) to create legal conditions for the formation
of a single digital cultural environment that would
allow the population to have access to educational
projects aimed at ensuring access to knowledge,
achievements of modern science and culture;

4) to provide measures to preserve the culture
and national identity of the peoples of the Russian
Federation;

5) to provide access to broadband Internet in
the Russian regions, primarily in remote and
sparsely populated areas in order to eliminate digi-
tal inequality;

6) to optimize the formation of the National
electronic library and other state information sys-
tems containing objects of historical, scientific and
cultural heritage of the peoples of the Russian Fed-
eration;

7) to assist the citizens of the Russian Federa-
tion in the development of digital literacy and digi-
tal culture competencies, including through train-
ings in online programs for the development of
digital literacy; to increase the number of em-
ployees who have undergone training in the centers
of continuing education in the field of culture;

8) to create legal and economic conditions for

the popularization of Russian culture and science
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abroad, as well as to counter attempts to distort and
falsify historical and other facts;

9) to supply subjects of the Russian Federa-
tion with multifunctional mobile cultural centers of
domestic production;

10) to ensure digitization of cultural heritage
and historical and cultural monuments in order to
guarantee access of the population to cultural val-
ues.

At the regional level, for the improvement of
economic and legal regulation of digital culture, it
is essential to implement the following measures:

1) to elaborate concepts / programs for the de-
velopment of culture of individual subjects of the
Russian Federation in accordance with the national
project “Digital culture”;

2) to ensure funding from the federal budget
for the renovation of regional and municipal cul-
tural institutions, the creation of cultural develop-
ment centers in towns with the population of up to
300 thousand people and in rural areas, the moder-
nization of regional and municipal theaters for
young spectators, providing art schools and
schools with the necessary tools;

3) to elaborate regional programs for the de-
velopment of digital competence and digital securi-
ty in the field of culture among the population of
different age groups;

4) to provide access to broadband Internet for
at least 90% of the population in the regions;

5) to ensure the implementation of measures
to improve digital literacy in the field of culture
among the population of the regions of Russia.

The implementation of this set of measures
will result in increasing the number of citizens
taking part in cultural activities by creating a
modern cultural infrastructure, introducing new
forms and technologies into the activities of cul-
tural organizations, and supporting cultural initi-
atives aimed at strengthening the Russian civil

identity.
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
